Interpretation of necropsy report:

This report was submitted without history, and is not a complete necropsy, but rather examination of certain tissues submitted for histopathology (stomach, small intestine, colon, kidney, liver, spleen, pancreas, skin from vulva and nose.) There is no comment as to cause of death, and the cause is not apparent from the results of the histopathology.

There is evidence of inflammatory disease in the stomach, characterized by certain cell types: eosinophils, lymphocytes and plasma cells.  Although there is inflammation present, it appears that the glandular cells of the stomach were likely functioning properly.  Without history it is difficult to tell if this caused any clinical symptoms or may have been in response to medical therapy.  

There are lesions of discoid lupus erythematosus in the skin from the nose and the vulva, characterized by a dense band of inflammatory cells located at the junction of the upper and lower layers of the skin (dermoepithelial junction,) depigmentation,  and infiltration of lymphocytes and plasma cells into the lower epithelium.  There is also evidence of a chronic skin infection in the skin of the vulva (chronic/active deep pyoderma.)

There were no abnormalities noted in the small intestine, colon, kidney, liver, spleen or pancreas.
