Interpretation of necropsy results:

The most notable finding on this examination is that of a malformed vertebra in the lumbar region of the spine (hemivertebra.)  This was causing compression on the spinal cord (focal myelomalacia) which would have resulted in neurological dysfunction.  In this puppy’s history was a traumatic event that also caused inflammation to the spinal cord, but regardless of this history there was an underlying developmental issue.  The lesions on the spinal cord seen at post-mortem exam (mild degenerative myelopathy) were most likely due to a combination of the malformed vertebra and the trauma to that same region.
There was a little fluid accumulation (edema) in the lungs which is most likely secondary to the trauma in the history.  There is also some multifocal hemorrhage under the capsule of one kidney, which may or may not be related to the same trauma.  

There were no abnormalities noted in the digestive system, endocrine system, heart/vascular system, immune system, skin, liver/pancreas, or skeletal muscle.  It does not appear that the ocular system was examined.
