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Interpretation of necropsy results:

There are really no findings on this necropsy report that explain the tragic death of this dog under anesthesia.  It is presumed that she suffered a heart attack as she developed an arrhythmia immediately after induction of anesthesia and was not able to be resuscitated.  There is no evidence to explain any other cause of death here, and as such this is the most plausible explanation for her death.  There is no evidence of any underlying heart disease on her necropsy examination results, so her family should rest assured that this is not something that they could have predicted.

There was evidence of potential exocrine pancreatic insufficiency as evidenced by multifocal lobular acinar atrophy, but at this mild level the changes were considered incidental by the pathologist, and not of clinical significance.

Other notable findings are minimal and consist mainly of benign growths and age-related changes.  The mass that was in the back of her neck was a benign growth called a trichoepithelioma, which is a tumor of haired skin.  There were also benign growths noted on her right tonsil (polyp,) her thymus (adenoma,) and her right hind leg (skin tag.)  There was hyperplasia of her gums (gingival) and epiglottis which was not likely of clinical significance.  

There were mild age-related changes in the kidney (minimal membranous glomerulonephritis) and marked changes in the liver that most likely represented a past injury/insult to the liver, but no current clinical disease (diffuse marked macronodular cirrhosis.)  

There was no evidence as to the cause of her recent seizures, and no evidence of disease of the digestive system, endocrine system, heart, immune system, skin, liver/kidney, skeletal system, neurological system, or eyes.
